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On Saturday, December 12th, Newark Police arrested four defendants responsible for the home invasion robbery that occurred November 30th on Scholar Drive. Each defendant was charged with six counts of robbery, in addition to burglary, weapons offenses, and other related charges. All were committed to the Howard Young Correctional Facility. Detective Michael Watson put in many long hours and did an outstanding job conducting this investigation.

On Saturday, December 12th, at 9:50 a.m., a female was approached by a male in the parking lot of the Pathmark store. The male exited his vehicle with what appeared to be a rifle and demanded the female’s purse. The female activated her car’s emergency alarm and the suspect drove off. On Monday, December 14th, a warrant was issued for the suspect. He is currently in the Howard Young Correctional Facility on unrelated charges. 

On Wednesday, December 16th, members of the Newark Police Department and the Aetna Fire Department delivered toys to children in the area. 

Planning is currently underway for the third annual winter warrant roundup. Members of the Newark Police Department with the assistance of the University of Delaware Police Department and other law enforcement agencies will search throughout the State to arrest suspects with outstanding warrants. 

The Newark Police Department 9-1-1 Communication Center upgrade has been completed. 9-1-1 funding was used to relocate the center to a larger area with upgraded equipment.
