SUBJECT: Residential Burglary

The Newark Police Department is currently investigating a residential burglary that
occurred along North Chapel Street at 5:30 a.m. Thursday morning. The female victim
woke to find the intruder apparently asleep with her in her bed. When the victim screamed
the intruder quickly left the room. A search of the residence and surrounding area did not
locate the intruder. The investigation revealed that the intruder gained access into the
residence through an unsecured door. The intruder is described as a clean shaven white
male; approximately 5°11” thin build with an unkempt hair.
