SUBJECT: Residential Burglary

The Newark Police Department is currently investigating a residential burglary that
occurred on Wilbur Street at approximately 0430 hours on Friday morning. The victim, a 21
year old female UD student woke up to find a male intruder in bed with her. The intruder
then got out of bed and left the residence. He could not be located by responding police
units. The victim was not injured. The Newark Police investigators feel that this is related
to a burglary that occurred last night on North Chapel Street. The suspect is described as a
white male 20-35 years old, average height, thin build and thick curly unkempt hair.

The Newark Police Department is urging the public to ensure that their doors and windows
are locked and to notify the police of any suspicious subjects.
