SUBJECT: Public Assistance Needed in Identifying Theft Suspect 

 

On Sunday April 17, 2011 a victim was shopping in the Acme Supermarket located in 

Suburban Plaza, Newark.  The victim momentarily placed her wallet and keys on the 

customer service counter while she looked through items in her cart.  The victim then noticed 

that her keys and wallet were missing.   

 

Surveillance footage captured the theft.  The suspect is described as a white female, 

approximately 5’06”, 40 to 50 years of age.  At the time of the incident the suspect was 

wearing a teal colored sweatshirt, jeans and carrying a black purse.
