SUBJECT: Patron Robbed at Gunpoint 

 
The Newark Police Department is investigating an armed robbery which occurred at 
approximately 3:45am on June 19th, 2012 in the parking lot of Dunkin Donuts located at 
1172 Elkton Road in Newark. 
  
On this date a 50 year old female victim had just exited the Dunkin Donuts and entered into 
her vehicle when she was approached by two unknown black male suspects.  The two 
suspects, who had hoods drawn over their heads, pointed a black colored handgun at her and 
demanded her purse.  The victim surrendered her purse to the suspects who then fled the 
area on foot crossing Elkton Road towards McIntire Drive.     
 
Suspect 1 is described as a black male with light colored blue jeans, dark hooded sweatshirt 
and white sneakers.   
 
Suspect 2 is described as a black male with dark colored pants, dark hooded sweatshirt and 
white sneakers.   
 
The 50 year old victim was not injured during the incident.
