GOLD ALERT: Missing Adult James A. Smith 

 

The Newark Police Department is searching for James A. Smith, a 26 year old male who left 

his residence located in the unit block of West Delaware Avenue in the City of Newark.  

Smith was last seen this morning leaving the residence by family members in a 1991 blue 

Oldsmobile Cutlass station wagon bearing DE tag PC182064.  Mr. Smith has not been seen 

or heard from since, and may be on his way to the Lewes area of Sussex County.  Mr. 

Smith’s medical condition is such that there is a real concern for his safety.   

 

Mr. Smith is described as a white male, 5’9” tall, 160 lbs with brown hair and blue eyes.  It is
