SUBJECT: NPD Arrest Wilmington Man for February 26" Robbery

Newark Police have arrested 18 year old Ernest Kellam of Wilmington for a February 26" strong
arm robbery which occurred at approximately 1:25pm on Papermill Road in the vicinity of Creek
View Road.

During the incident, a 23 year old female victim from Newark was walking on the sidewalk when she
was approached by an unknown black male suspect. The suspect pushed the victim, demanded her
property and grabbed her cell phone which was in her hand. The suspect then fled southbound on
Papermill Road.

On February 28™, detectives located surveillance footage of the suspect boarding a DART bus at the
bus hub on East Delaware Avenue shortly after the robbery. Detectives disseminated still photos of
the suspect to NPD officers. Within three hours, officers from the NPD Street Crimes Unit and NPD
Special Operations Unit, who were in the area to search for the suspect, located him walking on South
Chapel Street near Delaware Avenue. The suspect was wearing the same clothing as the day of the
robbery. The suspect, who was later identified as Kellam, was taken into custody without incident
and positively linked to the robbery.

On March 1%, NPD detectives executed a search warrant at Kellam’s residence in Wilmington where
they located property linking him to the crime. Kellam was arrested on one count of Robbery 2™ and
arraigned through JP Court #11. He was released after posting $5,000 cash bail.
