Mark Brainard provided an update on the University’s plan to increase police
presence over St. Patrick's Day weekend and to offer alternative events to students.
UDPD will also partner with the Newark Police Department for patrols of Main Street.

5. 1-B-2. STUDENT BODY REPRESENTATIVE

Nicole Seymour, introduced herself as a UD Student Government Affairs
Senator. The purpose of the Government Affairs Senate was to formally establish a
channel of communication between UD students and local and State government.
According to Ms. Seymour, one of the most important concerns of students was safety,
and they were working with the UD Police to address this issue. Another important



concern was environmental sustainability and improvement with three main projects — a
smoke free campus, fossil fuel divestment and greening The Green.

Megan Mauger, Greening The Green — This was a student led campaign
concerned with pesticide use. Ms. Mauger reported that last October, about 30-35
students developed rashes which they believed related to The Green. Research was
conducted, and an online petition was circulated requesting the University to provide
more information about the chemicals used, warning signs when chemicals were
applied and ultimately for the University to consider switching to organic lawn care. The
University agreed to post warning signs and provided a list of 21 different chemicals
used but were not considering a switch to organic lawn care at this time. The Greening
The Green organization was considering an official soil test and significant research of
chemicals being used.

Jock Gilchrist, Fossil Fuel Divestment campaign — This was a new initiative to
divest (uninvest from stocks or bonds that were morally ambiguous or socially
irresponsible as a way to fight climate change). The organization was trying to convince
the University to freeze new fossil fuel investments and completely divest from fossil
fuels within five years in order to commit to sustainability.

12. 4. FINANCIAL STATEMENT: Ending January 31, 2013

Ms. Garriz presented the internal financial statements for the month ended
January 31, 2013. At the end of January, the budgeted deficit was $210,000 while the
actual operating deficit was $77,000. In the first few months of the year revenues were
normally less than budget due to timing differences while expenses were higher due to
full year maintenance contracts being obligated in the beginning of the year. However,
this year some revenues in the Governmental and Enterprise Funds exceeded budget,
particularly in fines, permits, electric contributions, parking lot fees and grants. Two
large building permits were issued in January for Bloom Energy and the apartments at
136 East Main Street. In the Electric fund, sales volumes were higher than expected,
purchase volumes were lower and the wholesale power rate was lower than budget.

Ms. Houck referred to the memo of 2/27/13 wherein it was recommended to
award the contract for the Brookhill Drive water main replacement to Austin & Bednash,
Townsend, DE. This project would provide treated water to the existing industrial park
customers. Austin & Bednash had significant experience in satisfactorily performing
such projects. Funding was available from the 2013 Capital Program, and it was
therefore recommended that Council award Contract 13-01 to Austin & Bednash for the
total amount of $184,398.

14. 5-B. RECOMMENDATION ON THE PURCHASE OF REPLACEMENT
VEHICLES FROM STATE OF DELAWARE AWARDED CONTRACT

Ms. Houck referred to the memo dated 3/1/13 wherein it was recommended to
purchase seven replacement vehicles from State of Delaware awarded contracts. The
replacement vehicles were detailed in the memo, and funds were available from the
Capital Program for the total cost of $161,671. State vendors who would provide the
vehicles were Hertrich Fleet Services of Milford, DE, Mall Chevrolet of Cherry Hill, NJ
and Winner Ford of Cherry Hill, NJ.

Mr. Clifton discussed the merits of using the Tahoe versus the Caprice for
patrols. He said the Tahoe got 1 mpg more than the Caprice and was a more spacious
vehicle. Ms. Houck explained that the Police Department was a party to this decision
and had the opportunity to make changes during the budget process, but that had not
occurred.

Mr. Markham asked whether vehicle purchasing was up to date following the
delays that resulted from budget issues. Ms. Houck said every year staff evaluated
current needs and there was some transition with the merge of the Water and Public
Works Department. Efficiencies and operational savings would be gained.

Mr. Markham asked if creative options were being explored for disposing of the
vehicles or whether they would just be auctioned off at the City’s lot. Ms. Houck replied
that an online auction was tried in the past with limited success. Last year an
auctioneer was used with good results, and other ideas would be considered for future
sales.
