Incident Synopsis:   Victim #1, a 39 year old W/F was stopped behind the suspect at 

East Chestnut Hill Road in the area of Robscot Turn for a traffic light. When the light 

turned, the suspect did not move so Victim #1 beeped the horn to notify him of the green 

light.  The suspect let Victim #1 pass and pulled in behind her.  When Victim #1 stopped 

for a stop sign at East Chestnut Hill Road and Old Chestnut Hill Road, the suspect, who 

was now behind her, began yelling and threw a deodorant bottle at her vehicle causing 

damage.
